Why is it is only when we lose a culture, a species, a river, that we become aware of its existence
in the first place?

The concept of globalization has become the focal point around which revolves utopian ideals
as well as the antagonistic and hostile actions in the world. The term globalization has become a
catch-word in contemporary society, in the analysis of current events and where the survival of
the human species is in peril.

In Oaxaca, the effect of globalization has had devastating effects on local markets with a huge
influx of cheap plastic goods from overseas. This trend has displaced locally produced goods
and handcrafts by local artisans. Mostly indigenous, these artisans are losing touch with
traditional designs and techniques as there is no longer a market to sell their wares. Local
people are attracted by the cheaper goods and tourists are usually in search of the cheapest
authentic souvenirs they can buy.



One of the mandates of Los Alacranes: the studio I have created with my partner Adan, is to
work with local artisans of Oaxaca. We believe that by creating new designs and products, the
artisans can create new markets for their handicrafts.

My work with laton (metal) and black clay refers to the land (earth) and traditions of Oaxaca, a
place which has given me great richness and support for my work and growth as a person.
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
